WHAT THE MEASURE DOES:. Requires the Department of Human Services to devel op procedures for
assessment by a qualified mental health professional prior to issuance of a new prescription for more than one
psychotropic medication or any antipsychotic medication for children placed in foster care by the Department. The
bill also requires an annual review of medications by alicensed medical professional, or qualified mental health
professional with authority to prescribe drugs, other than the prescriber, if the child has more than two prescriptions
for psychotropic medications or if the child is under the age of six years. The bill requires the Department to notify
and inform the child’ s guardian about the medication, as well aswhy and how it isbeing used. The bill also prohibits
prescribing psychotropic medication unless used for medically accepted indication that is age appropriate.
