WHAT THE MEASURE DOES: Allows a juvenile director oversight committee to assume the duties and powers of a
director of the juvenile department pursuant to a written agreement if certain conditions are met.

ISSUES DISCUSSED:
• Provisions of the measure

EFFECT OF COMMITTEE AMENDMENT: No amendment.

BACKGROUND: HB 3157A allows the juvenile directors of four counties, Gilliam, Hood River, Sherman and Wasco
to become a recognized oversight committee that can be included in the North Oregon Regional Correctional Facility
(NORCOR) Board of Directors. In 1999, a statutory change allowed the adult facility to be governed by an advisory
committee formed by the four counties. HB 3157A makes a similar change applicable to the juvenile facility.
