EFFECT OF COMMITTEE AMENDMENT: No amendment.

BACKGROUND: On November 29, 2007, the Portland City Council adopted the Small Business Bill of Rights,
resolving to include the Small Business Bill of Rights as a resource when considering policies, regulatory action,
and government action that impact small business. While HIR 43 does not directly reference the Small Business
Bill of Rights, it contains many of the same concepts. Proponents of HIR 43 assert that it isimportant to recognize
the contribution of small businesses to the Oregon economy as small busi nesses represent 98 percent of Oregon’'s
approximately 112,200 employers, with a dight majority, about 51 percent, of Oregon employees.
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
