EFFECT OF COMMITTEE AMENDMENT: No amendment.

BACKGROUND: Oregon Patient Safety Commission was created by the 2003 Legidlative Assembly as a semi
independent agency. The Commission’s mission isto improve patient safety by reducing the risk of adverse events
occurring in Oregon’s health care system, and by encouraging a culture of patient safety in Oregon.

Currently, the Commission is Oregon’ s primary organization that partners with hospitals to reduce the number of
adverse eventsin the health care system. This voluntary reporting program includes 56 of the 58 hospitalsin Oregon (99
percent of all inpatient care), 75 percent of all Oregon’s nursing homes, 53 percent of ambulatory surgery centers, plus
130 of the 700 pharmacies have joined or stated that they plan to join. In November 2008, the Commission was certified
by the United States Department of Health & Human Services, Agency for Healthcare Research and Quality, asa
“Patient Safety Organization”.
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
