BACKGROUND: Extradition isthe process of removing a person from this state to face criminal chargesin another
state or seeking to remove a person from another state to face chargesin this state. ORS 133.743 to 133.857 setsforth
the process and procedure for extradition in Oregon. Extradition is primarily the function of the Governor with one
exception. Subject to the determination of the Governor, the Superintendent of the State Police determines the security
reguirements necessary to safely carry out an extradition of a person from another state.
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
