EFFECT OF COMMITTEE AMENDMENT: No amendment.

BACKGROUND: The Office of Degree Authorization reports that the majority of student complaints and enforcement
issues center around for-profit colleges and colleges lacking regional accreditation. Senate Bill 113A exempts from
current degree-granting statutes those schools or separately-accredited school campuses that are nonprofit schools under
section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code, have conferred degrees in Oregon for at least five consecutive years, and
are accredited by aregional accrediting association or its national successor.
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
