EFFECT OF COMMITTEE AMENDMENT: No amendment.

BACKGROUND: The Oregon Board of Nursing determines licensure and certification requirements, and issues
licenses and renewals. All qualified nursing applicants, who pass the examination and meet all standards established by
the board, shall be issued alicense according to the nature of the license for which the application is made. Currently, the
board provides evidence of current licensure and issues awallet size license as evidence of current licensure.

SB 139 deletes the requirement that the board issue awallet size license and alows the board to determine by rule the
form and manner of evidence for current licensure.
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
