BACKGROUND: ORS 147.227 governsthe distribution of Crimina Fine and Assessment Account Fundsto city and
county offices for victim services. The District Attorney Based Victim Assistance programs and the Oregon District
Attorney’ s Association worked together to rewrite the language to better reflect current practice. The only substantive
change to the statute is the requirement that victims be notified of their rights as soon as practicable.
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
