BACKGROUND: The proceduresfor filing acomplaint alleging violations of elections laws are contained in ORS
260.345. Any elector suspecting violations of elections laws or rules may file awritten complaint with any filing officer.
Upon receipt of acomplaint, the Secretary of State’ s office must examine the complaint immediately to determineif a
violation has occurred. In the case of alleged violationsinvolving the Secretary of State’ s Office, the Attorney General
receives and investigates the complaint.
