WHAT THE MEASURE DOES: Repeas ORS 20.160 and 20.170. Clarifies that repeal applies to any contempt or
ancillary proceedings arising out of an application to ORS 20.160 or 20.170. Takes effect upon passage.

EFFECT OF COMMITTEE AMENDMENT: Includes contempt proceedings or any ancillary proceedings arising
out of an application to ORS 20.160 or 20.170. Takes effect upon passage.

BACKGROUND: ORS 20.160 holds an attorney representing anonresident plaintiff personally liable for any coststhe
court awards and the plaintiff failsto pay. ORS 20.170 isacompanion provision setting forth the requirementsfor a
surety bond under ORS 20.160. These provisions were originally enacted in 1862. They give preferential treatment to
residents and their attorneys over nonresidents. Although the reasons for the original law have been obscured with the
passage of time, these provisions may have been enacted due to the difficulty in collecting costs from distant parties.
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
