BACKGROUND: The Fish and Wildlife Commission has statutory responsibility for managing hatchbox programs
under ORS 496.445 and 496.458. Elements of these statutes were developed after the Department of Fish and Wildlife
engaged in alarge hatchbox program throughout western Oregon from the mid-1980’ s through the early-1990's. During
the 1999 |egid ative session the statutes were amended to ensure that hatchbox programs are scientifically sound and
consistent with the Oregon Plan for Salmon and Watersheds.
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
