WHAT THE MEASURE DOES: Expandswaiver of tuition at Oregon University System institutions and Oregon
Health and Science University for child, spouse, or unremarried surviving spouse of service member. Extends
eligibleingtitutions' and community colleges duty to report to Legidative Assembly regarding accommodation of
financial needs of qualified students. Declares an emergency; effective upon passage.

EFFECT OF COMMITTEE AMENDMENT: No amendment.

BACKGROUND: Senate Bill 1066 (2008) established atuition waiver program for children, spouses, or
unremarried surviving spouses of service members who died while on active duty or who, as result of a military
service disability, died or were 100 percent disabled after September 11, 2001. The tuition waiver is available
through the Oregon University System institutions and Oregon Health and Science University for quaified students
pursuing baccal aureate or master’ s degrees. Senate Bill 1066 provided that the waiver was available only for open
seats in courses aready offered.

Approximately 4,887 Oregonians who were 100 percent disabled as of the fiscal year 2007 had spouses or children who
qualified for the tuition waiver. Senate Bill 595 would remove the September 11, 2001 date from the statute thereby
expanding availability of the waiver.
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
