WHAT THE MEASURE DOES: Requiresall real estate broker and rea estate property manager applicants to have
either ahigh school diplomaor equivalent certification. Establishes requirements for certifying real estate continuing
education providers and for persons teaching real estate continuing education courses. Requires the Real Estate Agency
to develop learning objectives and course topicsfor real estate continuing education courses.

EFFECT OF COMMITTEE AMENDMENT: Clarifiesthat a person cannot teach areal estate continuing education
course if their professional or occupational license related to the course’ s topic has been revoked or suspended. Resolves
conflictswith HB 2910-A.

BACKGROUND: The Oregon Association of Realtors and the Real Estate Agency established atask force in 2007
which focused on licensure and educational requirements for persons engaged in the real estate profession. SB 640-A
isthe result of the collaboration.

Currently, real estate licensees must complete 30 hours of continuing education every two yearsin order to renew an
active license, with 15 hoursin required topics and 15 hoursin elective topics. SB 640-A maintains the 30-hour
requirement but eliminates the category of eective topics and requires the Real Estate Agency to consult with real estate
professionals and educators to devel op aform for ensuring that li censees have compl eted the continuing education
requirement, administrative rule for certifying real estate continuing education providers, and learning objectives for
courses and course topics as the agency deems appropriate. The measure also requires a course of at least three hours on
recent changesin real estaterule and law approved by the Real Estate Board and, for licenseesthat are renewing an
active license for thefirst time, an advanced course in real estate practices.
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
