BACKGROUND: The Health Services Commission reports to the Governor alist of health services ranked by priority,
representing the comparative benefits of each service to the entire population served. In order to encourage effective and
efficient medial evaluation and treatment, the Commission may include clinical practice guidelinesin its prioritized list
of services, actively solicitstestimony and information from the medical community, and they considers both the clinical
effectiveness and cost-effectiveness of health servicesin determining their relative importance using peer-reviewed
medical literature. The Commission retains an actuary to determine the benchmark for setting per capitarates necessary
to reimburse prepaid managed care health services organizations and fee-for-service providersfor the cost of providing
health services.

Because of the complexity and range of providers, Senate Bill 850 adds a dentist to the Commission membership.
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
