WHAT THE MEASURE DOES: Authorizes the Office of Emergency Management in the Oregon Military
Department to receive gifts, grants, bequests, endowments, and donations in amounts not less than $250,000 from public
and private sources. Requires such moneys to be deposited in Oregon Pre-Disaster Mitigation Fund. Requires
department to disburse such moneys to Jewish Federation of Greater Portland to strengthen security in and around their
facilities. Declares emergency; effective July 1, 2009.

ISSUES DISCUSSED:

• Non-denominational nature of the Jewish Federation of Greater Portland

EFFECT OF COMMITTEE AMENDMENT: Replaces the measure.
