EFFECT OF COMMITTEE AMENDMENT: No amendment.

BACKGROUND: The Bureau of Labor and Industries (BOLI) contracts with the U.S. Department of Housing and
Urban Development (HUD) to investigate cases of fair housing discrimination. The contract allows Oregon
complainants to have their cases investigated locally, rather than from HUD’ sregional officein Seattle. Maintaining this
contract requires that Oregon law show substantia equivalency to federal law. Senate Bill 875 provides atechnical fix
to state law and assures compliance with federd fair housing law.
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
