WHAT THE MEASURE DOES:. SB 5526 ratifies fees for the Oregon Hedth Licensing Office that were changed by
administrative rule in October 2008. This bill makes a number of changes aimed at realigning the fee structure to better
proportion the revenues to the resources needed by the agency.

EFFECT OF COMMITTEE AMENDMENT: No amendment.

BACKGROUND: The 2007 Legidature discussed the need to align the fees within the agency to better reflect the
resources needed for each of the small boards. The agency did an extensive study and realigned the fees to raise more
revenue for the boards that use more resources. In most cases, it also increased fees for initial applications and lowered
thefeesfor renewas, sinceinitia applicationstake moreresources. A number of the fees changed from an annual
renewal to abiennial renewal.
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
