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GOVERNOR’'SBUDGET: Thishill isanticipated by the Governor’s recommended budget.

LOCAL GOVERNMENT MANDATE: Thishill doesnot affect local governments' service levels or
shared revenues sufficient to trigger Section 15, Article X1 of the Oregon Constitution.

ANALYSIS: HB 2188 makes anumber of changes mortgage lending practices. These changes result
from discussions of the Governor’s Mortgage Lending Work Group. The workload impact of this bill, in
combination with HB 2189, isincluded in the Governor’s recommended budget for the Department of
Consumer and Business Services (DCBS). HB 2189 includes one Financial Examiner 2 position, five
Financial Examiner 1 positions, one Information Systems Specialist 7, and one limited duration Financial
Enforcement Officer (0.75 FTE) and related services and supplies to fully address the workload of the
mortgage lending program. DCBS does not anticipate requiring any additional staff to address this
workload, contingent on the full staffing for the mortgage program identified in HB 2189.

Revenue for HB 2189 and this program is from examination fees, which may not be sufficient to fully
fund the new positions. DCBS estimatesit will need to increase these fees at afuture date. Appropriate
revenue, funding, and staffing levels will need to be reviewed as part of the Joint Committee on Ways
and Means budget review of DCBS.

The Judicial Department (OJD) could experience an increase in workload and court operations costs from
potential increases in legal challenges from the provisions of the bill. That impact is indeterminate, as the
actual number of new cases cannot be estimated. OJD notes that the average case processing cost per
civil caseis $279, and that additional costs could be incurred should cases go to tridl.
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
