GOVERNOR’'SBUDGET: Thishill is not anticipated by the Governor’s recommended budget.

LOCAL GOVERNMENT MANDATE: Thishill does not affect local governments' service levels or
shared revenues sufficient to trigger Section 15, Article X1 of the Oregon Constitution.

COMMENTS: Thishill isthe guidelines approval hill for the Oregon Crimina Justice Commission
(CJC). CICisrequiredto review all newly enacted legidlation relating to crimes and modify the crime
sentencing guidelines to reflect the legislative changes.

The guidelines have enhanced the penalty for aggravated animal abuse from a crime seriousness level of
3 to acrime seriousness level of 8 and felony animal abuse from a crime seriousness level of 3 to acrime
seriousness level of 6. From 2000 through 2007 there was an average of 7-1/2 convictions per year for
aggravated animal abuse. At acrime seriousness level of 3, nearly al of the offenders received probation
sentences. Increase the crime seriousness level to an 8 would result in 45% of these offenders receiving
prison sentences of, on average, 19 months. For the same period, there were no convictions for felony
animal abuse. This change in the guidelines would result in the need for one prison bed in 2009-11 and
five prison bedsin 2011-13. In addition, there would be some savings in probation costs due to the
offenders receiving prison sentences instead of probation and an increase in post prison supervision costs
at the end of the prison sentences.

The Public Defense Service Commission states that, on average, it costs $505 to defend a Class C felony.

If there were twice as many cases filed as convictions (15 cases per year), the cost of defense over the
course of abiennium would be $15,150. Likewise, Oregon Judicial Department estimates that afelony
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court case costs $253 in court operations costs and if there were twice as many cases filed as convictions
(15 cases per year), the additional court costs would be $7,590 per biennium.
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
