SUMMARY

measure as introduced.

Requires Secretary of State to verify residence of each candidate for state office.

A BILL FOR AN ACT

Relating to elections; amending ORS 249.004.
Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. ORS 249.004 is amended to read:

249.004. (1) A filing officer may verify the validity of the contents of the documents filed with
the officer under this chapter.

(2) The Secretary of State shall verify the residence of each candidate for state office.

[(2)] (8) When a copy of any election document filed under this chapter is presented to the filing
officer with whom the original document was filed and a request is made to have the copy compared
and certified, the filing officer shall compare the copy with the original and, if necessary, correct

the copy and certify and deliver it to the person who presented it.
