Requires special districts to mail required notices of public hearings to post office box number
upon request.

A BILL FOR AN ACT
Relating to mailing of notices of public hearings.
Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:
SECTION 1. Section 2 of this 2009 Act is added to and made a part of ORS chapter 198.
SECTION 2. (1) Upon request of an owner, a district shall mail notices of public hearings
that are required to be mailed to the owner to a post office box number designated by the
owner.

(2) The owner shall provide the district with the owner's post office box number.
