Requires Department of Environmental Quality to study climate change issues facing Oregon.
Sunsets January 2, 2012.

A BILL FOR AN ACT
Relating to climate change.
Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. The Department of Environmental Quality shall undertake a study of cli-
mate change challenges facing Oregon and make recommendations to address these chal-
lenges. The commission shall report the results of the study to the Seventy-sixth Legislative
Assembly.

SECTION 2. Section 1 of this 2009 Act is repealed on January 2, 2012.
