SUMMARY

The following summary is not prepared by the sponsors of the measure and is not a part of the body thereof subject
to consideration by the Legislative Assembly. It is an editor′s brief statement of the essential features of the
measure as introduced.

Repeals prohibition against city, county or metropolitan service district imposing requirement
that effectively establishes sales price for housing unit, residential lot or residential parcel or limits
availability of housing unit, residential lot or residential parcel to class or group of purchasers.

A BILL FOR AN ACT

Relating to residential price controls; repealing ORS 197.309.

Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. ORS 197.309 is repealed.
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
