HOUSE AMENDMENTS TO
HOUSE BILL 3228

By COMMITTEE ON HEALTH CARE

On page 1 of the printed bill, delete lines 4 through 30 and delete page 2 and insert:

“SECTION 1. (1) Subject to the availability of funds, the Department of Human Services
shall adopt rules to implement a program to distribute funds to school districts to provide
preventive oral health care to students. Under the program, the department may provide
funds for:

“(a) Training for school administrators on techniques of fluoride varnish application;

“(b) Reimbursement of the cost of employing or contracting with a limited access permit
dental hygienist or other qualified health professional to provide preventive oral health care
to students; and

“(c) The cost of medications used in providing preventive oral health care to students.

“(2) The department may accept moneys from any public or private source for the pur-
pose of carrying out the provisions of this section. The department shall deposit moneys
accepted under this subsection in the Oregon Oral Health Care Fund established under sec-
tion 2 of this 2009 Act.

“SECTION 2. The Oregon Oral Health Care Fund is established in the State Treasury,
separate and distinct from the General Fund. The Oregon Oral Health Care Fund consists
of moneys deposited in the fund under section 1 of this 2009 Act. Interest earned by the fund
shall be credited to the fund. Moneys in the fund are continuously appropriated to the De-
partment of Human Services for the purposes of carrying out the provisions of section 1 of
this 2009 Act.

“SECTION 3. This 2009 Act being necessary for the immediate preservation of the public
peace, health and safety, an emergency is declared to exist, and this 2009 Act takes effect

on its passage.”.
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
