SUMMARY

Requires Department of Corrections to determine actual cost of providing management, support
services, supervision and sanctions for certain offenders. Authorizes department to adopt rules re-
lated to determination.

A BILL FOR AN ACT

Relating to Department of Corrections.

Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. (1) Beginning in 2012, and every six years thereafter, the Department of

Corrections shall conduct a study to determine the actual costs incurred by each county of

providing management, support services, supervision and sanctions for offenders described

in ORS 423.478 (2).

(2) The department may adopt rules to carry out the provisions of this section.
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
