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75th OREGON LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY--2009 Regular Session

Senate Bill 330

Sponsored by Senator WALKER (Presession filed.)

SUMMARY

The following summary is not prepared by the sponsors of the measure and is not a part of the body thereof subject
to consideration by the Legislative Assembly. It is an editor's brief statement of the essential features of the
measure as introduced.

Requires Secretary of State to include certain information in voters' pamphlet.

A BILL FOR AN ACT
Relating to voters' pamphlet; creating new provisions; and amending ORS 251.185.
Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. ORS 251.185 is amended to read:

251.185. (1) The Secretary of State shall have printed in the voters’ pamphlet for a general
election or any special election a copy of the title and text of each state measure to be submitted
to the people at the election for which the pamphlet was prepared. The pamphlet must include
the procedures for filing a complaint under ORS 260.345. Each measure shall be printed in the
pamphlet with:

(a) The number and ballot title of the measure;

(b) The financial estimates and any statement prepared for the measure under ORS 250.125;

(c) The explanatory statement prepared for the measure; [and]

(d) Arguments relating to the measure and filed with the Secretary of Statel.]; and

(e) A list of the five sources that have expended the most money supporting the measure
and the five sources that have expended the most money opposing the measure, as deter-
mined by the Secretary of State.

(2) A county measure or measure of a metropolitan service district organized under ORS chapter
268, and ballot title, explanatory statement and arguments relating to the measure, filed by the
county or metropolitan service district under ORS 251.285 shall be included in the voters’' pamphlet
described in subsection (1) of this section if required under ORS 251.067.

(3) The Secretary of State shall use information provided in the electronic filing system
to determine the sources described in subsection (1)(e) of this section not sooner than 56
days before the date of a general election or any special election.

SECTION 2. The amendments to ORS 251.185 by section 1 of this 2009 Act apply to voters’
pamphlets distributed on or after the effective date of this 2009 Act.
