SUMMARY

The following summary is not prepared by the sponsors of the measure and is not a part of the body thereof subject
to consideration by the Legislative Assembly. It is an editor's brief statement of the essential features of the
measure as introduced.

Requires Public Employees’ Benefit Board to establish health insurance option for employees
of Department of Corrections with access to health care at correctional facility.

A BILL FOR AN ACT
Relating to health insurance for employees of the Department of Corrections.
Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. Section 2 of this 2009 Act is added to and made a part of ORS 243.105 to
243.285.

SECTION 2. The Public Employees’ Benefit Board shall establish a health insurance op-
tion for employees of the Department of Corrections who have ready access to health care
services within a state correctional facility. The health insurance option shall provide cov-
erage for health services that are not provided at the correctional facility and for services

from providers located outside of the correctional facility.
