Requires interest on moneys in Oregon Rainy Day Fund to accrue to and become part of the general 
fund when certain conditions are met.  Removes requirements that the interest earnings on several 
other funds to be transferred or credited to the General Fund. Redirects interest earnings and other 
investment income derived from certain amounts in the Oregon University System Fund to the Oregon 
Rainy Day Fund instead of the General Fund
