Measure Description: 
Defines “alternative energy system”; Exempts the personal property that makes up the system from ad-
valorem tax; Exempts the portion of real property that the system is installed on from ad-valorem tax;  
Allows businesses to take the exemption if the system is part of an offset or net-metering program; 
Creates a beginning date and sunset date for the tax exemption.  Extends beginning date for tax 
exemption of food processing equipment from July 1, 2011 to July 1, 2013.  Allows for a company to 
apply for the exemption for the 2011 tax year retroactively by 12/31/11 if the company pays the late filing 
fee; abates the tax if not paid; allows for company to apply to the county for refund if paid.
