Summary of Revenue Changes

House Bill 2634 establishes a new state agency in the executive branch, the Citizens’ Initiative Review Commission. Expenses of the commission
are to be supported by donations. To the extent needed, the Department of Administrative Services is to provide reimbursable funding for the
commission’s start-Uup COsts.

Summary of General Government Subcommittee Action

The Citizens’ Initiative Review Commission is created to convene citizen panels to review initiative measures in a fair and impartial manner. The
commission is to summarize their findings and write recommendations for voter information booklets. The commission is authorized to accept
contributions and assistance from certain public and private sources. The Legislature expects the commission to pay for staff, citizens’ time to
conduct reviews and their travel expense, and the cost of placing reviews in voters’ pamphlets. The Subcommittee recommends an initial $1
Other Funds expenditure limitation in Services and Supplies. It is expected that the commission will return to the February 2012 Legislative
Session with a complete budget proposal to receive its full 2011-13 expenditure limitation.

The Department of Administrative Services is to pay expenses incurred in the initial appointment and organization of the commission. When the
commission has received sufficient revenue, it is to reimburse DAS for those expenses. For the purpose of making initial payments, the
Subcommittee approved an Other Funds expenditure limitation of $75,000 for Services and Supplies in 099 Special Governmental Payments. It is
expected that the commission’s February 2012 complete budget proposal will include a reimbursement to DAS for any startup expenses.
