Analysis: 
This fiscal impact statement is for the purpose of transmitting the measure from the House Committee 
on Energy, Environment, and Water to the House Revenue Committee.  The bill provides an exemption 
to the diesel use fuel tax for diesel blends that have at least 20 percent biodiesel derived from used 
cooking oil.  The agency anticipates having a fiscal impact associated with this bill, the amount of this 
impact is still being determined.  A more complete fiscal analysis on the bill will be prepared as the 
measure is considered in the House Revenue Committee.
