Appropriates moneys from General Fund to Housing and Community Services Department to fund food
programs partnering with Oregon Food Bank.

Analysis:

HB 3179 allocates an unspecified amount of General Fund to the Housing and Community Services
Department to fund food programs that primarily partner with the Oregon Food Bank. The workload
impact to HCSD is minimal. The fiscal impact of the bill will depend on the amount of General Fund that
is allocated.
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
