Analysis:

HB 50009 ratifies fees that were approved by the Department of Administrative Services during the 2009-
11 biennium. The bill includes new categories of fees for two new license types that were authorized in
SB 177 (2009: Baccalaureate Social Worker and Licensed Master’s Social Worker. The bill also
increases a late fee to $330. Subsequent to the drafting of this bill, the Board reduced that fee by rule to
$200. The bill has been amended to reflect this change.

The fees in this bill support the SB 177 licensing costs for Baccalaureate Social Worker and Licensed

Master’s Social Worker that were funded through the Emergency Board in December 2010 and are
included in the agency budget.
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
