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Measure Description: 
Provides continuing expenditure authority so that state agencies without adopted budgets for the 2011-
13 biennium by July 1, 2011 can continue operations at the same level as the last quarter of the 2009-11 
biennium; provides exceptions for the Department of Human Services and the Oregon Health Authority.  
The continuing resolution also applies to any state agency budget that may be vetoed by the Governor.  
The continuing expenditure authority is authorized through August 15, 2011.
