Analysis:

SB 215 requires that administrative law judges in the Office of Administrative Hearings who conduct
hearings involving health issues arising out of provision or denial of medical assistance must have
proven expertise in medical issues before conducting the hearing. The Employment Department notes
that, while judges currently receive training in medical issues, this bill will require additional training.
OED estimates that 13 administrative law judges will need this additional training, at a cost of $12,230.

The Office of Administrative Hearings is funded with fees for services. Additional fees will be charged to

offset this cost.
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
