For purposes of biomass income tax credit, limits Director of State Department of Energy rulemaking
authority for minimum overall thermal conversion efficiency rating to 20 percent for facility placed in
service prior to January 1, 2008.

Government Unit(s) Affected:

Summary of Expenditure Impact: See Analysis

Local Government Mandate:
This bill does not affect local governments' service levels or shared revenues sufficient to trigger Section

Analysis:
The measure limits the minimal overall thermal conversion efficiency rating to 20 percent for a facility
placed in service prior to January 1, 2008.
