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Measure Description:

Precludes the Department of Energy from adopting a rule related to the biomass tax credit that would
require a minimum overall thermal conversion efficiency rating greater than 20 percent for a facility that
converts biomass to heat or electric energy and was placed in service before January 1, 2008. Applies to
tax years beginning on or after January 1, 2010.
