Measure Description:
Repeals provision requiring that court be held in Pendleton, Hermiston, Milton-Freewater and Heppner
in sixth judicial district.

Revenue Impact: The measure changes some fees for some courts. The bill is to be explored by
ways and means committee and it will be examined for revenue effects of fee changes at that time.
This statement is issued to facilitate that subsequent referral.

Impact Explanation:

Allows Court to establish reasonable fees for remote access to information and other electronic
services. Modifies renewal of court reporters’ certification and allows State Court Administrator to set
reasonable fees for testing. Allows court to collect state and federal monies owed a debtor for application
toward satisfaction of debt to court.
