Impact Explanation:

The preliminary revenue impact assumes the sunset date is extended beyond the 2015-2017
biennium and is based on the historical use of the tax credit. Since 2005, up to 20 taxpayers
have claimed the credit each tax year. The credit is 25 percent of the investments made, up to
$2 million, per year. Further analysis will be done when the bill is in the Joint Committee on
Tax Credits.
