Revenue Impact (in $Millions):

Impact Explanation: The measure allows wineries that are operated as outright permitted uses to
sell or deliver a wider range of goods or services. It also allows wineries to operate as outright
permitted uses on parcels of land consisting of 80 contiguous acres if additional requirements are met.
The measure does not change the taxation of wineries, but allows more wineries to be established in
areas zoned for exclusive farm use. This will result in additional property tax revenues from these
facilities. Increased wine production would also result in increased excise tax revenue and corporate
income tax revenue. The size of this impact cannot be determined, as it depends on whether more
wineries are established in these zones and the number, size and value of any additional wineries.
