Reduces certain nonresident fees related to commercial fishing.

Impact Explanation: The measure would reduce the charge for commercial fishing licenses and
permits by nonresidents to no more than $50 above resident licenses and permits. If these charges
were fees in the traditional sense, the funds would only be used for administration of the licenses and
permits, but money from these licenses and permits is also used for scientific study and management
of the fisheries, so these changes constitute a revenue impact. The measure limits the fees to licenses
purchased for calendar year 2012 and subsequent years but adds an emergency clause, making the
new fees effective immediately.
