BACKGROUND:  The Legislative Assembly adopted the Uniform Electronic Transactions Act (UETA) in 2001, 

making electronic records and signatures as legal as paper and manually signed signatures. As codified in statute, 

UETA applies only to transactions between parties in which parties agree to conduct the transaction electronically. 

House Bill 2061 amends the UETA to specify that permission is not required. 
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
