EFFECT OF COMMITTEE AMENDMENT: No amendment.

BACKGROUND: ODOT currently receives fuel tax payments from licensed motor vehicle fuel distributors. Currently
the tax collection system relies on paper tax reports issued to ODOT. HB 2136 allows the tax reports to be filed
electronically to ensure distributor compliance.

The Attorney General advised that the statutory language would need to be amended for this to be implemented.
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This summary has not been adopted or officially endorsed by action of the committee.
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
