WHAT THE MEASURE DOES:   Authorizes the issuance of up to $40 million in lottery bonds to pay for multi-modal 

transportation projects within Oregon.

EFFECT OF COMMITTEE AMENDMENT: Changes the amount requested from $100 million to $40 million to 

reflect the Governor’s budget.  

 

 

BACKGROUND: ConnectOregon was implemented in 2005, 2007, and 2009, as a lottery-based bond initiative to 

invest in multi-modal transportation infrastructure. Each year has given $100 million in state lottery revenue to fund the 

program. House Bill 2166 A allows for up to $40 million to invest in multi-modal transportation for the 2011-13 

biennium. 
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
