BACKGROUND:  House Bill 2183 A creates the violation of making a false report of child abuse, punishable as a 

Class A violation and carrying a maximum sentence of $720. This violation is committed if a person makes a false report 

of child abuse to the Department of Human Services or a law enforcement agency, knowing that the report is false, or 

knowingly makes a false report of child abuse to a public or private official in order to encourage them to make a report 

of such to the Department of Human Services or a law enforcement agency. 
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
