WHAT THE MEASURE DOES: Exempts from public records disclosure, unless the public interest requires
disclosure in a particular instance, any document or other information related to an audit of a public body until the final
audit report is issued or the audit is abandoned. Allows disclosure of the draft audit report provided to the public body
being audited.
