WHAT THE MEASURE DOES: Amends the statutory definitions of all-terrain vehicles (ATV).

| SSUES DI SCUSSED:
) Discretion is up to the land manager where an ATV can operate
) Class I trails currently do not allow side-by-sides
) The measure is a result of a workgroup that included manufactures, the Bureau of Land Management,
the Forest Service, Parks Service, and others
) Turning radius, ground clearance and potential harm to vegetation are issues for side-by-side ATVs

EFFECT OF COMMITTEE AMENDMENT: Addressed subtleties in weight requirements. Addressed changing the
requirements of an ATV violation to be an option of violations over the previous all-inclusive set.

BACKGROUND: A new, larger type of all-terrain vehicle has emerged on the market not classified under the current
statutes. By amending the current law, the new ATVs will be included in a class IV category. The measure keeps with
current practice and does not amend where ATVs can be driven.
