EFFECT OF COMMITTEE AMENDMENT: No amendment.

BACKGROUND: Tow truck drivers are currently not allowed to transport property. Under House Bill 2332 A, the
holder of a towing business certificate will be required to submit a declaration of weight and register the vehicle as
required under ORS 803.410 (10). The towing vehicle must exceed 26,001 pounds and must still be primarily used for
towing.
