BACKGROUND: ODOT currently receives federal funding for highway construction. In 2009, the Legislature passed a 

bill requiring 0.5% of funding to be expended on workforce development. However, the funding referred to in the statute 

is unclear. HB 2334 clarifies that federal funding received each biennium is to be used as the basis for funding initiatives 

outlined in the original statute.  
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
