WHAT THE MEASURE DOES: Requires state agencies to partner with Oregon Military Department to provide
reintegration services to veterans. Declares emergency, effective on passage.

EFFECT OF COMMITTEE AMENDMENT: No amendment.

BACKGROUND: The 2009 Legislature passed Senate Bill 700 which created a Task Force on Veterans’ Reintegration
(Task Force) to submit recommendations to the Legislature. The Task Force found a lack of coordination among
agencies that intersect with veterans. House Bill 2403 requires agencies to work with the Oregon Military Department on
reintegration of veterans.
